5. Grading system

▪ All written tests need to be signed by parents

▪ Marks in decimals (ex. 4,4) 

▪ School reports are rounded up/down to half marks

(ex. 4,5)

▪ No marks in Ethics & Religion

6    = excellent 4    = barely sufficient
5,5 = very good 3,5 = barely insufficcient
5    = good 3    = insufficcient
4,5 = sufficient 2    = poor
